Day 1: Kakadu and Yellow Water Cruise 
Depart Darwin and travel east into World Heritage-
listed Kakadu National Park. This morning we visit 
the Warradjan Cultural Centre before joining a 
guided boat cruise on Yellow Water billabong. After 
lunch, travel to Nourlangie Rock art site and view 
ancient galleries of Aboriginal art. (L). Stay: Kakadu 
National Park, Aurora Kakadu (Standard) or Gagudju 
Crocodile Holiday Inn (First Class)

Day 2: Ubirr and East Alligator River 
This morning you may wish to take a scenic flight 
over the Arnhem Land escarpment (own expense). 
Visit the Bowali Visitor Centre to understand the 
region’s culture. Travel to Ubirr to see Arnhem 
Land rock art. Later, join Aboriginal guides for the 
Guluyambi cruise on the East Alligator River. 
Return to Darwin, arriving at approximately
8:00pm. (L)

Day 1: Darwin Day at leisure to discover tropical 
Darwin. Stay, Darwin, Novotel Atrium (Standard) or 
Mantra Pandanus (First Class)

Day 2: Kakadu National Park Travel to World 
Heritage-listed Kakadu National Park and visit 
Warradjan Aboriginal Cultural Centre. Join a guided 
cruise on Kakadu’s Yellow Water billabong and 
view some fine examples of ancient Aboriginal 
rock art. (L). Stay: Kakadu National Park, Aurora 
Kakadu (Standard) or Gagudju Crocodile Holiday Inn 
(First Class)

Day 3: Ubirr, East Alligator River Travel to Ubirr 
to view Aboriginal rock art before joining the 
Guluyambi cruise along the East Alligator River, 
escorted by an Aboriginal guide before returning to 
Darwin. (L). Three Night Stay: Darwin, Novotel Atrium 
(Standard) or Mantra Pandanus (First Class)

Day 4: Adelaide River, Katherine Gorge This  
morning visit the Adelaide River War Cemetery. 
Continue to Nitmiluk National Park for a 
 
 
 

cruise between the sandstone walls of stunning 
Katherine Gorge. (L)

Day 5: Litchfield National Park Visit the double 
waterfalls forming Florence Falls. At Wangi Falls 
enjoy a swim in the rock pool or take a nature walk 
and view the magnetic termite mounds. 

Day 6: Darwin Free time before your transfer to 
the airport.

Day 1: Kununurra Arrive in Kununurra and transfer 
to your hotel. Day is at leisure. Three Night Stay: 
Kununurra, Country Club Resort 

Day 2: Lake Argyle and Ord River Cruise Enjoy 
a tour of Lake Argyle, the largest man-made lake 
in the Southern Hemisphere. Join a wildlife cruise 
along the magnificent Ord River.

Day 3: Purnululu (Bungle Bungle) National Park 
This morning enjoy a scenic flight into Purnululu 
National Park. Travel by 4WD to beautiful Cathedral 

Gorge and marvel at the amazing acoustics. Savour 
a picnic lunch before returning by scenic flight, 
arriving in Kununurra late afternoon. (L)

Day 4: Kununurra Free time before your transfer
to the airport.

Day 1: Kununurra Arrive in Kununurra. Stay: 
Kununurra, Country Club Resort 

Day 2: Purnululu (Bungle Bungle) National Park 
Depart Kununurra this morning aboard our scenic 
flight to World Heritage-listed Purnululu National 
Park, home to the Bungle Bungle Range. Join 
our local guide for the 4WD trip and walk into 
cavernous Cathedral Gorge. (L,D). Two Night Stay: 
Bungle Bungle Wilderness Lodge. Tented cabins with 
private en suites. 

Day 3: Echidna Chasm, Mini Palms Gorge The walk 
into Echidna Chasm this morning takes us between 
towering orange cliffs. Next, walk into pretty Mini 
Palms Gorge for an afternoon of exploration. (B,L,D)

Day 4: El Questro Station Early this morning 
we fly to world famous El Questro Station and 
Wilderness Park. Perhaps hike into Emma Gorge for 
a swim or a soak in the thermal pools of Zebedee 
Springs. (B). Two Night Stay: El Questro Station, Emma 
Gorge Resort.

Day 5: El Questro at Leisure Day at your leisure.

Day 6: Farewell El Questro, Kununurra This
morning farewell El Questro Station and travel
down the Gibb River Road to Kununurra, where
your tour concludes on arrival.
